Understand, Assess For & Prevent Crash Injuries
— and Provide Safe Emergency Transport for Kids

As a 1% responder, you know what happens to drivers and occupants in crashes. You often see injuries to the head,
neck, face, torso and extremities. You recognize that even injuries that are not life-threatening may require lifelong
treatment. And you know what brain, spinal cord and internal organ injuries can do to a person. The worst part is that you
know that most of these injuries don't need to happen — and that they can usually be prevented or reduced in severity.

Motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of unintentional injury — both non-fatal and fatal. Child seats and seat
belts provide protection, and correct restraint selection and use optimizes their injury prevention effectiveness. Since most
killed or incapacitated Montanans are unrestrained or incorrectly restrained, and 80+% of all children are less protected
than they could be, there is a lot of work to do. Preventing the injuries is far more effective than treating them!

Reducing Crash Injury: Key Roles for First Responders is designed to provide a better understanding of crashes, the
injuries they produce, and the basics of correct restraint selection and use. Participants learn about proven ways that
emergency personnel can help prevent injuries in their communities, overcoming emergency transport challenges for
children, and available resources and programs. The class is approved for EMS continuing education credit.
