     As an early childhood professional, you maintain an environment that is safe and free from potential dangers. You 
know about fire and burn prevention, indoor and outdoor equipment safety, proper nutrition, poison control, and 
recognizing signs of abuse. You have emergency plans in place, and you can administer basic first aid and CPR. Many 
children are safer in your care than they are in their own homes. But what formal training do you have in keeping kids safe 
in cars, trucks, vans or buses? 
 
     Motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of unintentional injury – both non-fatal and fatal – and most of the injuries 
can be avoided or reduced in severity. By using child seats and seat belts, you can provide the best protection. Montana 
laws and licensing policies require you to do that, and also require you to do it correctly. More than 80% of the people who 
use restraints for children, however, use them incorrectly. 
 
     Montana’s Biggest Killer: Preventing Crash Injury & Protecting Yourself from Liability is designed to give you what you 
need to make the right choices and take the right actions. Since the inception of the educational program, attendees have 
commented that the training is understandable, useful, and should be mandatory for ALL early childhood professionals 
who transport children – whether regularly or occasionally. The training is free and is approved for training credits.
