As a police officer, you see the results of crashes. You see the injuries, the blood stains, the crushed vehicles, the
broken glass. You may even need to help friends and family members learn about the horrible tragedies that injured,
incapacitated, or even Kkilled drivers and occupants. And the worst part is that you know that most of these tragedies don't
need to happen — and that they can usually be prevented or reduced in severity.

Motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of unintentional injury — both non-fatal and fatal. Using child seats and
seat belts provides protection, even in cases of impaired driving, speeding, aggressive driving, driver distraction, and
other traffic violations. Montana laws require proper restraint selection, installation and use — and law enforcement
officers are expected to enforce the statutes, as well as to educate citizens and refer them to resources. Performing those
functions requires training and familiarity with available programming.

Disarming Montana’s Biggest Killer Through Active and Visible Enforcement is designed to give officers what they
need to enforce the statutes, provide basic curbside education, recognize gross errors, and refer citizens to available
resources. Areas needing special attention, including young driver issues and correct child restraint use, are addressed in
greater detail.
